In spite of the lowest rate of unemployment in Europe the British Labour
government promised to transform the welfare system.

Many people are sure that “six month of joblessness is a career killer” and
seek a job, while some other unemployed people don’t want to find a job and be
paid minimum wage.

Although there are 3 million unemployed in France, almost all of them believe
“they are entitled not just to a job, but to the right kind of a job™.

German taxpayers pay tens of billions of euro to finance a lot of benefits
despite their ineffectiveness.

Many unemployed people want something interesting and well paid, because
(as they say) “there is life after work™.

While a married man with 2 children in Germany gets about 2,800 euro if he is
on the dole, an unemployed man with an entry-level job in a hotel or restaurant
takes home only 1,800 euro.

In France for some unemployed people any part-time job at minimum wage
simply isn’t worth having, because the pay for this kind of work 1s almost the

same as the welfare.

That’s what Annie thought about when her mum, a child abuse prevention
educator, told her children in crises situation have to leave their homes
without any personal belongings. So Annie (then age 11) came up with her
idea of Care Bags, which are fabric sacks sewn by volunteers and filled
with donated essentials, such as toothpaste, soap and shampoo. There are
also new books, stuffed animals and toys. “I love kids and think they all
deserve to have the things they need,” she says.

2. The Care Bags Foundation has grown from a small

community service project into a large non-profit organization that fills and
distributes more than 100bags each month. To date it has provided more
than 6,000 bags to agencies that hand-deliver them to kids all over the
world. Just last spring bags were given to children in the United States,
Africa, Chile, Argentina, India and Iraq. Annie says, “I know we can’t help
everyone, but with your help we can make a difference, one Care Bag, one
child at a time.”
